Content: 
This tour helps students understand:

· The use of natural resources and the implications of their management 
· The historical practices of mining compared to those of today. 
· The environmental and social effects in each example. 
· The decisions of the past and how they impact on communities many years later. 
· The strategies that humans now use to minimize the negative impacts of these activities and events 
· The use of natural and modified environments for recreation and ecotourism

At Martha Hill the modern day requirements on the mine to minimize longer term negative effects of heavy metals, land stability and aesthetics are examined. Mitigation measures include the improvement of biodiversity and public amenities for the local community.
At Karangahake the threats of flooding in Paeroa, loss of natural vegetation, land stability issues, and unsafe shafts are examined. Positive impacts of the development of a heritage park, interpretation of history as a public benefit, and accessible dramatic outdoor experiences are discussed.
